2.  Earn at least a 3.0 grade point average (GPA) in the combined core subject areas of Language Arts, Math, Science, and Social Studies.  The school may calculate GPA’s for its students at the end of the seventh or eighth semester of high school.

3.  Score above the prior year’s national composite average on the ACT or SAT.  This criterion is revised annually to reflect the latest national averages on the ACT and SAT.  Typically a 21 composite score on the ACT fulfills this requirement.
4.  Specified Core Electives include:  At least three units selected from foreign language (two units of one foreign language are strongly recommended) and/or combinations from two or more of the following course areas: Language Arts, , Mathematics, Social Studies, Science, and Fine Arts.  Most students meet this requirement by taking foreign language courses.
NEW REQUIREMENT:  Students must maintain a 95% attendance rate in order to qualify for the Missouri College Preparatory certificate.  There is no appeal process.
*  Courses in math which are completed in junior high may be counted as satisfying the high school core curriculum if the content is equivalent to high school courses and if subsequent courses in the subject are shown on the high school transcript.

Marshfield High School Honors Diploma:  Academic requirements for the Honors Diploma are the same as the College Preparatory Studies Certificate.  However, there is no ACT requirement for the Honors Diploma.
