MARSHFIELD HIGH SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

This scholarship information pamphlet is provided to assist you in an effort to help fund your continuing education.  If you have questions concerning a particular scholarship, you may contact the Guidance and Counseling Office for further assistance.

All scholarship applications are now on the school website.  Go to the Counselor’s page and click on “Local Scholarships.”  A list of local scholarships will appear.  Be sure you meet the criteria for each scholarship; do not apply for scholarships for which you are not eligible.  You must have an individualized cover sheet and application for each scholarship you are applying for.  Each cover sheet should only have 1 scholarship checked.  Proofread, proofread, proofread!!!  It is essential that you use correct grammar and punctuation in order for your scholarship to be given serious consideration.  
If there are extenuating circumstances that you believe need to be explained to the scholarship committee, try to include that information in your application essay.  Remember, most scholarship committee members probably do not know you personally, so you must present yourself to them in the best possible light.  The application will provide them with the only information most of them will have about you and your needs and future plans.  Please make your essay as informative as possible. Tailor your essay for each scholarship.  Explain your future plans, why you have selected the college or university you have.  Tell how this scholarship will benefit you and how you qualify for this scholarship.

Be aware of the requirements for the scholarship.  Each scholarship will have a set of qualifications.  Make sure that you meet those qualifications before you submit your application.  For example, if a scholarship requirement is for the applicant’s family to be actively engaged in a farming operation and your family is not involved in farming; do not apply for that scholarship.  

If a referral is required, please ask the individual you plan on listing as a reference for permission before you complete your application.  If recommendations are needed, ask the individuals as far in advance as possible for a letter of recommendation.  Most people are flattered to be asked for recommendations, but do not like to be asked the day before the application is due. The letter you receive may not be the best it could be.  Do not select people you know who will not be enthused about you and may not be inclined to give you a positive reference.  Be sure to express in writing your appreciation to those who have aided in completing your scholarship applications.  

Be aware of application deadlines, no applications are accepted after the deadline.  Local scholarship applications are due by Thursday, March 24, 2011 unless otherwise noted.  

LOCAL SCHOLARSHIPS

Retha Stone Baker Scholarship:  This scholarship is awarded in honor of Mrs. Baker by her late husband.  The recipient must be a MHS Senior who will be attending Missouri State University, majoring in education.  The award is administered through the financial aid office of MSU.  The award is for one year and the amount is the interest earned annually on the endowment of $7,500.  This award is non-renewable.

Future Teachers of America Scholarship:  This award is sponsored by the Marshfield Chapter of the Future Teachers of America.  The recipient must a graduating senior continuing their education at a college/university with a major in education.  The amount of the award is $200.  This is a non-renewable award. 

Marshfield Community Teachers Association/Missouri State Teachers Association:  This scholarship is sponsored by the local chapter of the MCTA/MSTA.  The recipient must be a senior; continuing his/her education with a major in education.  The award is in the amount of $200.  This is a non-renewable award.

Webster County Creative Artist Guild:  The guild is offering an art scholarship of $250 to be applied toward art supplies and art books to a graduating senior selected from a Webster County School.  The intent of the scholarship is to encourage promising art students.  Must be a current resident of Webster County, graduating senior, enrolled in a college, university, or similar educational institution at the time of the award is given.  Three letters of recommendation must accompany the application.  Letters must be describing your character and art interest.  One must be from your art instructor, one from another teacher, and one from an adult friend not related to you.  Applicant must submit 8-10 examples of your most recent work.  Application deadline is June 1.

Elkand Lions Club Scholarship:  This scholarship is sponsored by the Elkland Chapter of the Lions Club.  The recipient must be a senior, continuing his/her education; rank in the upper 1/3 of his/her class; have demonstrated financial need, and not received other scholarships is preferred..  

Marshfield Lions Club:  This scholarship is sponsored by the Marshfield Chapter of Lions Clubs International. The recipient must be a graduating senior who will continue his or her education at a regionally accredited community college, college or university. Financial need may be considered when reviewing scholarship applications. A supplemental essay needs to accompany the general scholarship application. The essay will focus on why the Lion’s motto,” We Serve” is important to any community.  The award is provided to the recipient after the first completed semester of higher education. The recipient will provide a college transcript showing a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.50 on a 4.0 scale and a class schedule documenting continued enrollment.

William Carl Young Memorial Scholarship:  The recipient must have attended MHS for four years.  He/she may attend any accredited vocational school, two or four year college or other post-secondary program.  The amount of the award is $700 and is non-renewable.  The award may be paid to the college/student for tuition, books, etc.  The Marshfield Public Schools Foundation administers this award.

J. Henry & Helen Felin Memorial Scholarship:  This scholarship was established in memory of Mr. and Mrs. Felin by their family.  The recipient must be a Senior; member in good standing of FFA or FCCLA, have a GPA of 3.0 on an 4.0 point scale in Agriculture Science or Family & Consumer Science classes; continue his/her education in a college or higher education program.  Preference is to a student who is not receiving other scholarships.  The scholarship funds are administered through the Marshfield Schools Foundation.  The amount of this award is the interest earned on an endowment of $10, 000.  The award is non-renewable.

Robert M. & Edith I. Garst Endowed Fund:  This scholarship is provided by an endowment fund from Robert M. & Edith I. Garst.  The recipient must be a graduate of Marshfield High School, enrolled as a full-time student at Missouri State University.  The recipient must have college potential as exhibited by aptitude tests and leadership qualities.  The award may be renewed if the recipient has maintained a GPA of 2.5 and applies for renewal.  Awards will be made without regard for financial need.  The Financial Aid Office of Missouri State University will administer the scholarship.

Marshfield Public Schools Foundation:  The recipient must be a graduate of Marshfield High School, plan to attend college/vocational/technical school.  Must have a GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.  Preference will be given to someone who has not received another scholarship or A+ Scholarship.  Funds will be paid at the end of the semester upon verification of student’s GPA.  The amount of the award is $1,000 ($500 per semester).  This is a non-renewable award.

Southern Missouri Bank of Marshfield Scholarship:  This scholarship is sponsored by the Southern Missouri Bank and is awarded to a senior with a 2.5 GPA on an 4.0 scale; will attend college with a business related major; and can provide proof of enrollment.  The award is for $500 payable in two payments.  Recipient must maintain a “B-” average the first semester to receive the second payment.  This is non-renewable.

Jim Trantham Memorial Scholarship:  This scholarship was established by the late Jim Trantham and is administered by the Marshfield Public Schools Foundation.  The recipient must be a graduating senior who has: 1) previously participated in baseball at MHS; 2) currently a baseball letterman at MHS; 3) previously participated and will play baseball for the Legion Jays during the upcoming season.  The amount of the award is the annual interest earned on an endowment of $10,000.  The award will be issued during the spring semester if the recipient has provided proof he has successfully completed the previous semester and is eligible to participate in college baseball.  This is a non-renewable scholarship.

Webster County Opry & Nicholas W. Inman Scholarship:  This scholarship is sponsored by the Webster County Opry in recognition of Nicholas Inman and his contribution to the foundation of the Opry.  The recipient must be a graduating senior, who intends on continuing his/her education.  Priority is given to financial need; honors and leadership positions the applicant has held will be considered.  This is a non-renewable award.  The award is for $100.

Jamie Risenhoover Memorial Scholarship:  This scholarship is present in the memory of Jamie Risenhoover by her friends and family.  The recipient must be a graduating senior who plans on continuing his/her education in the field of psychology.  The award is $300 and is non-renewable.

William Jack Bertoldie Memorial Scholarship:  This scholarship is awarded in memory of William Jack Bertoldie by the family and friends of Mr.Bertoldie. The recipient must be a senior who has attended MHS for at least 3 years, participated in band or choir for three years, and maintained a GPA of 3.25 on an 11 point scale.  The award is in amount of $100.  This award is non-renewable.

Center Stage:  The applicant must be a member of Center Stage during their senior year.  They must plan on attending a college/university and be involved in theatre on the college level.  The recipient must maintain a GPA of 3.25 or better during the first semester of their senior year.  The amount of the award is $250.  The recipient must provide a copy of receipts to verify educational expenses and an end-of-semester grade report after the first semester of college.  This is a non-renewable award.

George W. Daily Memorial Scholarship:  This scholarship was established in memory of Mr. Dailey by his family.  The recipient must be a senior; rank in the top 1/3 of the graduating class; must have attended MHS for two years; attend a four year college/university; and demonstrate financial need.  The scholarship funds are administered through the Marshfield Schools Foundations.  The award is the amount of interest earned annually on an endowment of $30,000.  The award is non-renewable.

First Home Savings Bank Scholarship:  The recipient must be a graduating senior continuing his/her education.  Financial need is the determining factor.  The First Home Savings Bank administers the award.  The amount of the award is $500.  The bank has the option of awarding two $250 awards.  The check will be sent to the financial aid office of the recipient schools.  This is a non-renewable award.

Marshfield Optimist Club Scholarship:  This scholarship is sponsored by the Marshfield Optimist Club.  There are two $500 awards, to be applied to tuition cost for the first in an accredited college.  The award will be paid directly to the recipient’s account upon proof of enrollment.  Family income, volunteer activities, and leadership role will be considered.  

Metropolitan National Bank Scholarship:  This scholarship is presented by the Metropolitan Bank of Marshfield.  The recipient must be a senior, have a cumulative GPA of 3.0, attend MHS for two years and demonstrate financial need.  The award is in the amount of $1,000; paid in two installments.  The bank administers this award.  This is a non-renewable award.

Blaine Price Memorial Scholarship:  This scholarship is awarded in the memory of Blaine Price by his family.  The recipient must be a graduate of MHS, demonstrating the potential for success on the college level.  Financial need must be the principle-deciding factor.  The award may be renewable for four years if the recipient maintains a “C” average and is a full-time student.  The amount of the award is the interest of an endowment of $50,000.  The Marshfield Public Schools Foundation administers this award.

Rotary Club of Marshfield:  This scholarship is sponsored by the local chapter of the Rotary Club and is awarded to a senior who is continuing his/her education at either a college or vocational/technical school.  The senior must have scholastic ability, desire, dependability, as well as financial need.  The award is $1,000 and is paid in two payments if the recipient has maintained a 2.5 GPA on a 4.0 scale for the first semester.

Harry and Hildred Talbot Scholarship:  The recipient must be a graduate of MHS.  Plan on attending college, vocational/technical school.  Have a 2.8 GPA on a 4.0 scale.  Preference is given to a student not receiving A+ or other scholarships.  Funds must be applied to 1st) tuition, 2nd) books, 3rd) other legitimate expenses. Funds will be paid at the end of the semester upon verification of student’s GPA of 2.5 or above.  Three letters of recommendation, two from teachers, one from a community member well acquainted with the applicant must accompany the application.  This scholarship is non-renewable.  The Marshfield Public Schools Foundation administers the scholarship.

Charlotte Byrom Scholarship Fund:  This scholarship was established by Mr. Jack Byrom to honor his late wife and her commitment to education.  The applicant must have been admitted to College of the Ozarks prior to making application.  Scholarship, character, and community service will be considered.  The award must be used to aid in meeting the cost of tuition, room and board, and other educational expenses at the College of the Ozarks.

The following scholarships require additional information:
Marshfield Performing Arts Society Scholarship:  The Marshfield Performing Arts Society will award a scholarship of $500 annually to a graduating senior who is a member of the Marshfield Performing Arts Society, and has participated in at least one MPAS production. You must list the performances you participated in.  You may join the society at anytime for $5

Drew Summers Memorial Baseball Scholarship:  This scholarship was established to honor the memory of Drew Summers by his family.  The recipient must be a graduating senior baseball player that plans on playing college baseball, with a “C” average GPA.  A 100-word essay needs to be written on why you deserve this scholarship.  The essay must accompany the application.
